Morgantown, W.Va.—The National Energy Technology Laboratory (NETL) is 
proud to announce that Christopher Johnson has been awarded an R&D 100 
Award for a novel manganese-cobalt coating process used in solid oxide fuel 
cells from R&D Magazine.   
 
R&D Magazine held its 49th annual R&D 100 Awards Banquet, where the 
awards were presented, on Thursday, October 13, 2011 in Orlando, Fla. Several 
of NETL’s employees took home an award. The annual event, known as the 
“Oscars of Innovation,” recognizes the 100 most technologically significant 
products to enter the marketplace in the past year.
