
Straw Rockets 
Description: 
Using simple materials (soda straws and paper), students experience the process 
involved in engineering a rocket.  Once the rocket is designed and assembled, launch 
the rocket to see how far it travels.  

 
Ingredients: 

1 wrapped plastic straw 
Construction paper 

Scissors 
Pencil 

Scotch tape 
 
Directions: 
Cut two fins and a body for the rocket using the construction paper. Tape the wings 
and the body to the wrapper of the straw. Tear one end of the wrapper off of the 
straw.
